	RULES AND REGULATIONS



	Item No. 30 – Application of Rates General

(A) Except as otherwise provided, whenever rates show Salt Lake City, Utah or Woods Cross, Utah as an origin, the territorial application of the rate shall be interpreted to be North Salt Lake, Utah 84054 and all points within 5 miles thereof.

(B) Except as otherwise provided, whenever rates show an origin in the Denver, Colorado area between Dupont and Aurora, the territorial application of the rate shall be interpreted to be Commerce City, Colorado 80022.

	Item No. 40 – Application of Rates – Gross Gallons or Barrels

Except as otherwise specifically provided, all rates are based on the gross gallons or barrels loaded.  Gallons or barrels will not be corrected for temperature or B.S. & W.

EXCEPTION: On shipments of liquefied petroleum gas, freight charges shall be assessed on the basis of the net gallons at 60 degrees Fahrenheit.

	Item No. 50 – Application Rates For Road Construction Projects

Rates on shipments to road construction projects shall be computed by applying the applicable rate to the point located midway between the beginning of the road construction project and the end of the construction project.  Said rate shall apply as minimum and maximum to all points located on the road construction project.

	Item No. 55 – Asphalt Distributor Application Rates

Distribution of asphalt rates shall be $17.00 per U. S. Ton.  Minimum charge will be 25 tons.  Demurrage shall be charged at the rate of $25.00 per ¼ hour after 4 hours free time. Special work projects may be agreed to at the rate of $100.00 per hour, Portal to Portal.      

	Item No. 60 - Backhaul Shipments

Backhaul shipments tendered by shippers other than the shipper of the outbound movement, will be charged for at 75 percent of the tariff rate, and must be of a nature that it can be legally shipped in the same vehicle as the outbound load. Backhaul shipments must originate at points along the route of the outbound shipment.

	Item No. 70 - Bills of Lading

1. Shipper will provide or cause to be provided a bill of lading which shall include the name(s) of the consignor and consignee, the points of origin and destination, the number of packages, description of the articles, and weight, volume, or measurements (if Applicable), of the property received. The description of the cargo must be sufficient for the selection of proper equipment as required for packaging under HM 181 and HM 183 as published in the Hazardous Material Guide governing this tariff and CFR Title 49 Parts 171 through 180.

2. The carrier is custodian of the property.  It shall be liable except for Acts of God, the public enemy, the act of the shipper, the public authority, or the inherent vice or nature of the goods.  The carrier shall not be liable when damage or loss is occasioned by the packaging of the shipment by the shipper or his agent, the loading of the shipment by the shipper or his agent, the unloading of the shipment by the consignee or his agent, the marking of the shipments, or the improper description of the shipment or its routing.

3. The provisions, rules and regulations contained in this rules publication applicable to the bill of lading shall be binding on the shipper, consignor, consignee and the carrier and their authorized agents.

4. The bill of lading shall be without effect unless properly signed by the shipper or consignor and carrier or their authorized agents.

5. The laws of the State of Utah shall govern the terms and conditions of the transportation agreement and the courts of the State of Utah shall hold jurisdiction over any dispute related to the transportation agreement.



	Item No. 80 - Boundary For East Ouray Oil Field

Uintah and Duchesne Counties, UT South of a line running along US 40 from the Colorado border to Utah State Highway 88, thence South to the Green River to the Uintah and Carbon County line.

	Item No. 90 - Boundary For South Myton Oil Field

Points in Uintah and Duchesne Counties, UT South of a line running along US 40, beginning at the Utah State highway 88, thence to the Uintah and Carbon County line west to Utah Highway 33 and North to US 40.

	Item No. 100 - Claims, Loss And Damage

Claims in Writing Required:  A claim for loss, damage, injury or delay to cargo will not be voluntarily paid by the carrier unless filed in writing, within the specified time limits applicable thereto and as otherwise may be required by law.


Minimum filing Requirements: A communication in writing from claimant, filed within the time limits specified in the bill of lading or law and (1) containing facts sufficient to identify the shipment(s) of property involved, (2) asserting liability for alleged loss, damage, injury or delay and (3) making claim for the payment of a specified or determinable amount of money, shall be considered a sufficient compliance with the provisions for filing claims embraced in the bill of lading.


Documents Not Constituting Claims: Bad order reports, appraisal reports of damage, notations or shortages or damage, or both, on freight bills delivery receipts or other documents or inspection reports issued by the carrier or its inspection agency, whether the extent of loss or damage is indicated in dollars and cents or otherwise, will, standing alone, not be considered by carrier as sufficient to comply with the minimum claim filing requirements specified above.

Acknowledgment Of Claims:  Carrier will, upon receipt in writing of proper claim in the manner and form described herein, acknowledge receipt of such claim in writing to the claimant within 30 days after the date of receipt by the carrier unless the carrier shall have paid or declined such claim in writing within 30 days of the receipt thereof.  The carrier will indicate in its acknowledgment to the claimant what, If any, additional documentary evidence or other pertinent information may be required by it further to process the claim as its preliminary examination of the claim as filed, may have revealed.

	Item No. 120 – Collections Other Than C.O.D.

When at the request of shipper, carrier picks up an envelope or package containing credit card slips or some other form of payment or picks up payment for a previous shipment, carrier will not be liable for the amount of payment.   The charge of the carrier for performing this service will be $5.00 per service.

	Item No. 130 – Deadhead Mileage

Except as otherwise specifically provided, when a request for service makes it necessary for a carrier to move empty equipment from terminal facilities to another point to load a shipment moving on distance commodity rates named herein, a charge of 130 cents per mile may be assessed for the total empty miles traveled from terminal facilities to point of loading.

	Item No. 140 – Definition of Shipment

Except as otherwise specifically provided, a shipment is a quantity of freight tendered for transportation by one shipper, at one point or places within a single facility, on one day, on one Bill of Lading or written shipping order, for delivery to one consignee at one destination.

	Item No. 150 – Delays Loading or Unloading

Except as otherwise specifically provided, time for loading, unloading and/or waiting will be as follows:

(A) From the time equipment is offered for loading, 1 hour will be allowed for waiting and loading.

(B) From the time equipment is offered for unloading, 1 hour will be allowed for waiting and unloading.

(C) Delays in loading, unloading and/or waiting beyond the allowable time when caused by the shippers, consignees or their agents, will be charged for at the rate of $10.00 per one quarter hour or fraction thereof.

EXCEPTION:  On shipments of liquefied petroleum gas 1 ½ hours loading and 2 hours unloading will be allowed.


       On shipments of chemicals & acids 2 hours loading and 2 hours unloading will be allowed.

	Item No. 160 - Delivery – No Guarantee of Time


The carrier does not agree to transport shipments on any particular vehicle, nor in time for any particular market, and will not be responsible for losses occasioned by unavoidable delays, but agrees to use all possible diligence in transporting all shipments.

	Item No. 170 – Emergency Routing

When due to an act of God or the actions of city, county state of federal officials, the road or highway providing the shortest practicable route is closed to truck traffic the next shortest practicable route will be used in determining distance or mileage truckload rates.

	Item No. 180 – Impractical Operations


Nothing in this tariff shall be construed as making it binding on the carrier to pickup and/or deliver freight at locations from or to which, on account of conditions of highways, streets or alleys, it is impracticable or unsafe to operate vehicles or when loading and unloading facilities are inadequate.

	Item No. 190 – Mixed Shipments

On a shipment consisting of two or more commodities moving on one day, on one bill of lading from one consignor at one shipping point, to one consignee at one destination, charges will be computed at the separate rate applicable to each commodity in straight shipments,  When a mixed shipment, as provided for herein, is less than the required minimum, the rate to apply on the weight necessary to make up the required minimum weight will be the rate applicable to the highest rated commodity in the shipment.

	Item No. 200 - Oil Field Services

The rates named in this tariff do not include gauging, recording B.S&W. or temperature and preparing run tickets. 

If a carrier takes the opening gauge, the closing gauge, records B.S&W., records temperature and/or prepares the run ticked, a charge of $.065 per barrel of 42 U.S. gallons will apply.

When pumping is required to self load the transportation unit a charge of 11 cents per barrel may apply.

In some cases a charge of $25.00 flat rate per load may apply, and a charge of $10.00 for closing storage tanks may apply.

NOTE 1: When crude oil is rejected at loading location and the carrier must return to origin empty, the carrier will be paid the gauging charges and one-half of the applicable transportation rate at the applicable minimum shipment (265 barrels or capacity of equipment used).

NOTE 2: When crude oil is rejected at the loading location and the carrier loads from another well, the gauging charges for the rejected load will be paid as well as $1.30 per mile for those miles in excess of the round-trip mileage for the actual load hauled.

	Item No.  210 – Overnight Holding

When at no fault of the carrier, it is necessary to hold equipment overnight for loading, or unloading, a charge of $150.00 will apply in addition to all other applicable rates and charges.  In this event, delay provisions as noted in item 150 will not apply between the hours of 5:00PM and 8:00AM. 

	Item No. 215 – Payment of Charges

All freight charges are due within 30 days from the day following the presentation of the freight bill for payment.  If payment is not made within 30 days of presentation, carrier may assess a service charge of 2 percent of the amount of the freight for each 30 day period, or fraction thereof, until freight bill has been paid.  If the services of an attorney are required for collection, such cost shall be assessed the shipper. All freight bills are to be paid in full without deductions of any kind for any discrepancy without carrier’s approval.

	Item No. 230 – Re-Consignment or Diversion In Transit

Shipments of liquid petroleum products moving under rates provided in this tariff, and as amended, may be diverted or re-
consigned in transit, or after arrival at destination, subject to the following conditions:

(A) If shipment consists of more than one separate tank, the entire shipment may be diverted or re-consigned, provided 
however that only one diversion or re-consignment will be permitted on any complete shipment or part thereof.

(B) Orders for diversion or re-consignment must be placed with the carrier at its principal place of business.

(C) Carrier will make diligent effort to accomplish diversion or re-consignment but will not be responsible if such instructions cannot  be carried out due to circumstances over which the carrier has no control.

(D) Charge for diversion or re-consignment of each shipment or tank load of liquid product as defined in this tariff will be 
$13.70 in addition to charges computed at the rate applicable from point of origin to final destination of the vehicle or vehicles diverted or re-consigned, plus out-of-line charge, if any, as provided in paragraph (E) below.


(E) If in order to accomplish diversion or re-consignment, it is necessary that a distance be traversed which is in excess of the short-line 
highway distance from original point of shipment to final destination, such excess mileage will be charged for at the rate of $1.30 per mile 
for each excess mile (via  short line highway distance) traversed.

	Item No. 240 – Rejected Or Contaminated Products Returned

Shipments, or parts thereof, contaminated or rejected for reasons not ascribable to the carrier and returned to original point of origin, upon authorization of the shipper, will be charged for such return movement at one half of the outbound rate in effect at time of return, at actual gallons subject to a minimum weight of one half the minimum outbound load.

Such reduced rate shall apply only in the event return is accomplished on the same trip as outbound movement or when carrier is 
tendered an outbound shipment to the point where the product is being held or a point beyond, thus making empty equipment available for the return shipment.

	Item No. 250 – Single Truck Loading or Deliveries

At points to which it is impracticable to load or make deliveries in truck and trailer units and it is necessary that the load be transferred and loading or deliveries be made with a single truck, the applicable rate shall be the published rate from origin to destination, Delays to equipment and driver occasioned by transferring load and subsequent deliveries in excess of allowed hours for loading or unloading will be charged at the rate of $10.00 per one quarter hour, or fraction thereof.

	Item No. 270 – Special Services

When carrier provides the service of emptying storage tanks at a service station, provides equipment for temporary storage, provides service from points on pipelines other than pipeline terminals or provides transportation between points within a plant or refinery, or, when at the request of a shipper or consignee, carrier dispatches equipment to a point for loading and thru no fault of carriers equipment of personnel, a shipment is not tendered for transportation, a charge of $50.00 per hour will be assessed from the time equipment leaves carrier’s yard or terminal until it returns to yard or terminal.  This charge will apply in lieu of all other rates and charges named in this tariff.

	 Item No. 280 – Stop Offs – For Partial Loading or Unloading

A shipment tendered on one bill of lading or shipping order from one consignor at one point of origin at one time consigned to one consignee at one destination may be stopped in transit at any point or place for the purpose of partial loading or unloading.

The charge for this service shall be $20.00 per stop.   Additional miles that may be incurred by this stop shall be paid at the rate of $1.30 per mile.

	Item No. 300 – Unimproved Roads

Distance commodity rates named in this tariff apply only via the shortest practicable route over limited-access divided highways, highways of four lanes or more and paved roads (all-weather).  If any part of the shortest practicable route is over unimproved roads, an additional charge of $10.00 per one-quarter hour or fraction thereof will apply for the time required to traverse the unimproved road.  Such hourly charge shall be in addition to the line haul transportation charges applying from origin to final destination.

	Item No. 310  - Unloading or Loading of Railcars

An additional charge of ½ cent per gallon will be assessed it at the request of shipper or consignee, a carrier’s driver or other employee, performs the unloading or loading of carrier’s vehicle from or to rail cars.

	Item No. 330 - Weighing

The use of public or private scales:  When the carrier weighs vehicle on public scales, or when the carrier weighs vehicle on private scales other than consignor’s or consignee’s own scales to determine weight transported, a charge of $11.55 shall be assessed for each weighing service, including cost of weigh tickets.   If it is necessary to deviate from a normal route of travel in order to weigh, an additional charge of $1.30 per running mile or fraction thereof will be assessed.
